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Vision
To serve other ministries in God’s purposes to release salvation to Israel (Rom. 9:1–11:36) and to join others in declaring to Israel, “You are not alone.”
 
Values
We believe the full release of the Great Harvest in the nations is deeply linked to the visitation of the Spirit in Israel (Ezek. 36:23–36). This will only be fully released in context to night and day prayer with fasting (Lk. 18:7–8). The Lord Himself promised to establish House’s of Prayer across the nations that would be zealous to pray for Israel in the end times (Isa. 56:7, 62:6–7). We desire to partner with Jesus (Yeshua) in fulfilling this mandate. We are inspired by Cyrus’ call to build the House of Prayer (Isa. 44:28), and to serve Israel in practical ways.
 
Mission
To mobilize intercessors in the church worldwide to help establish houses of prayer for Israel. We see this being accomplished by Global Prayer Network (web based) and partnering with indigenous believers in Israel to see houses of prayer augmented.
 
Ministry Overview
The Denver House of Prayer is committed to seeing the nation of Israel walking in their full destiny at the end of the age. One of our primary roles is to pray for and partner with Messianic Jews who are living in Israel.  The operation and visitation of the Spirit in Israel is a vital part of releasing the great end-time harvest among the nations (Ezek. 36:23–36). However, this full release will only come as a result of a body of believers who are committed to a life of night and day prayer, living a fasted lifestyle.

Jesus, Himself, prophesied that He would raise up a last-day prayer movement who would cry out for the Jewish people (Isa. 56:6–7, 62:6–7). We take this mandate seriously. A part of our mission is to join in mobilizing an international prayer movement that would pray 24/7 for the nation of Israel to receive their Jewish Messiah, Yeshua (Jesus). Jesus promised the nation of Israel an unusual visitation of His presence at the end of the age, when the Jewish leaders will recognize Him as their true Messiah and deliverer. (Mt. 23:39)

We invite you to get involved and join us in impacting the nation of Israel. First, there is a global solemn assembly of believers who unite in prayer and fasting for Israel called the Global Bridegroom Fast (GBF). GBF is scheduled the first Monday–Wednesday of every month, except in December when it is extended to one week. This equates to forty days a year of concentrated prayer for Israel. Second, please join us the first Friday night of every month that focuses on praying for Israel. Lastly, you can partner with IHOP-KC financially to help build a Virtual (web) 24/7 Prayer Network. This network will focus on Israel and will help support houses of prayer led by indigenous Israeli believers.

I.    How can I Pray for Israel When My Heart is so Disconnected?

A.    We are living in a time when God—in His sovereignty—is awakening the hearts of His people to cry out for His ancient people, the Jews. This has taken many by surprise as few Christians have heard much preaching or information shared concerning this subject; for most this is totally unfamiliar territory.

B.    Isaiah foresaw this prophetic awakening, when a company of people, mostly Gentiles, would begin to carry in their hearts a burden for the restoration of the Jewish people.

(6) I have set watchmen on your walls, O Jerusalem; they shall never hold their peace day or night. You who make mention of the LORD, do not keep silent, (7) and give Him no rest till He establishes and till He makes Jerusalem a praise in the earth. (Isa. 62:6–7)

C.   This verse makes it clear who is initiating this global prayer watch as well as what He  desires to see birthed from this great intercessory movement. When God calls His people to pray there is always a strategic purpose for such an announcement.

D.   His mandate for these last-day intercessors is also clear—they are not to quit, they are to continue 24/7 until two massive changes take place. The first involves the establishment of the Jewish people; the second has to do with Jerusalem becoming the primary worship center on the earth.

II. Israel Stuns the Nations and is Granted Statehood (1948)

Who has heard such a thing? Who has seen such things? Shall the earth be made to give birth in one day? Or shall a nation be born at once? For as soon as Zion was in labor, she gave birth to her children. (Isa. 66:8)

A.   Jerusalem becoming anything other than a regular nightly feature story on the evening news is a totally new concept to most Christians. However, her clear prophetic promises are recorded in both the Old and New Testament with such frequency, that once you get accustomed to spotting these verses, you will wonder why it took you so long to do so. These verses are everywhere … hundreds of them!

B.   Once you begin to discover these verses you will quickly learn that God spoke about both a scattering and a regathering. For 2,000 years the Jewish people were scattered throughout the nations of the earth and, for the most part, have been disconnected from God and from one another.

C.    During the beginning of the twentieth century, as if drawn by an unseen hand, the Jews began returning to their homeland in astonishing numbers. Besides their prophetic mandate to become a nation again, little else can make sense of this historic regathering.

That the LORD your God will bring you back from captivity, and have compassion on you, and gather you again from all the nations where the LORD your God has scattered you. (Deut. 30:3)

It shall come to pass in that day that the Lord shall set His hand again the second time to recover the remnant of His people who are left … and will assemble the outcasts of Israel, … from the four corners of the earth. (Isa. 11:11–12)

Return, O backsliding children, says the LORD; for I am married to you. I will take you, one from a city and two from a family, and I will bring you to Zion. (Jer. 3:14)

I will bring you back from your captivity; I will gather you from all the nations and from all the places where I have driven you, says the LORD. (Jer. 29:14)

For behold, the days are coming,' says the LORD, 'that I will bring back from captivity My people Israel and Judah,' says the LORD.' And I will cause them to return to the land that I gave to their fathers, and they shall possess it. (Jer. 30:3)

D.    Israel was told through her prophets that she would be regathered in stages, initially in the natural and then followed by a spiritual renewal.

“…The spiritual is not first, but the natural , and afterward the spiritual”. (1 Cor. 15:46–47)

I will take you from among the nations, gather you out of all countries, and bring you into your own land. (25) Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you shall be clean; I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you. (Ezek. 36:24–26)

And I will pour on the inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication (supernatural ability to recognize their Messiah) then they will look on Me (Jesus) whom they pierced (crucified). Yes, they will mourn for Him as one mourns for his only son, and grieve for Him as one grieves for a firstborn. (11) In that day there shall be a great mourning in Jerusalem. (Zech. 12:10–11)

And I will remove the iniquity of that land in one day. (Zech. 3:9)

E.    These amazing verses identify the spiritual rebirth of the entire nation of Israel, when God removes the blinders as this age comes to a swift conclusion. The Apostle Paul put it this way when speaking of the wholesale conversion of the nation: “…all Israel will be saved” (Rom. 11:26).

III. Israel's Growing Firestorm

A.   Have you ever wondered why a nation approximately the size of New Jersey continues to make national headlines so often?

B.    Prior to Israel’s national conversion there are many dark moments in store for her. The Bible refers to this time period as Jacob’s trouble. The Lord appears just before Israel is crushed under the might of the vast armies who have laid siege to the great city of Jerusalem.

Alas! For that day is great, so that none is like it; and it is the time of Jacob's trouble, but he (the Jewish remnant) shall be saved out of it. (Jer. 30:7)

At that time … there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation, even to that time. And at that time your people shall be delivered … (Dan. 12:1)

(21) For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be. (22) And unless those days were shortened, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect's sake those days will be shortened. (Matt. 24:21–22)

C.    This time period begins with what Jesus and Daniel referred to as the Abomination of Desolation. This is a clear turning signal that the final three and a half years of this age are about to take place.

…Then they (the Antichrist and his coalition) shall take away the daily sacrifices, and place there the abomination of desolation. (Dan. 11:31–32)

And from the time that the daily sacrifice  (last day temple in Jerusalem) is taken away, and the abomination of desolation is set up … (Dan. 12:11)

Therefore when you see the 'abomination of desolation,' spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place… (Matt. 24:15)

IV. Why Have the Jews Historically Been so Persecuted?

A.    There are basically three things working simultaneously that produce great pressure on the Jewish people: (1) God’s judicial dealings with the Jewish people that have produced long-term pain and confusion (Rom.11:8, 15, 17, 20, 25, 28; 2 Cor. 3:13–15); (2) The lack of revelation among the Gentile church concerning our clear biblical mandate to focus serious energy and resources on the Jewish remnant, especially the Messianic believers; to love, pray and show acts of kindness (Rom. 11:11–32); (3) Satan’s plan to ultimately eliminate the entire Jewish population from the earth (Rev. 12:4, 13–17).

B.    Key verses concerning God’s judicial dealings with His covenant people

God has given them a spirit of stupor, eyes that they should not see and ears that they should not hear, to this very day. (Rom. 11:8)

For if their being cast away is the reconciling of the world… (Rom. 11:15)

And if some of the branches were broken off… (Rom. 11:17)

Because of unbelief they were broken off… (Rom. 11:20)

…Blindness in part has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in
(Rom. 11:25)

C.   Key verses concerning the Gentile church's mandate towards the Jewish people

I say then, have they (Israel) stumbled that they should fall? Certainly not! But through their fall, to provoke them to jealousy, salvation has come to the Gentiles. (Rom. 11:11)

(16) For if the first-fruit is holy, the lump is also holy; and if the root is holy, so are the branches (the Jewish people). (17) And if some of the branches were broken off, and you (Gentile believers), being a wild olive tree, were grafted in among them (the Jewish rootstock), and with them became a partaker of the root and fatness of the olive tree, (18) do not boast against the branches (veiled reference to replacement theology). But if you do boast, remember that you do not support the root, but the root supports you. (Rom. 11:16–18)

(19) You will say then, "Branches were broken off that I might be grafted in."(20) Well said. Because of unbelief they (the Jewish people) were broken off, and you stand by faith. Do not be haughty, but fear.(21) For if God did not spare the natural branches, He may not spare you (Gentile believers) either. (22) Therefore consider the goodness and severity of God: on those who fell, severity; but toward you, goodness, if you continue in His goodness. Otherwise you (Gentile believers) also will be cut off. (23) And they also, if they do not continue in unbelief, will be grafted in, for God is able to graft them in again. (24) For if you were cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and were grafted contrary to nature into a cultivated olive tree, how much more will these, who are natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree? (25) For I do not desire, brethren, that you should be ignorant of this mystery, lest you should be wise in your own opinion, that blindness in part (always has been a saved Jewish remnant) has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in. (26) And so all Israel will be saved (Rom. 11:19–26)

D.    Satan’s strategic plan to eliminate the Jewish remnant

And the dragon (Satan) stood before the woman (National Israel) who was ready to give birth, to devour her Child (Messiah, who is Yeshua) as soon as it was born. (Rev. 12:4–5)

Now when the dragon saw that he had been cast to the earth (v. 7–9), he persecuted the woman (National Israel) who gave birth to the male Child. (14) But the woman was given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness to her place, where she is nourished for a time and times and half a time (last 3 ½ years of Great Tribulation), from the presence of the serpent. (15) So the serpent spewed water out of his mouth like a flood after the woman that he might cause her to be carried away by the flood. (16) But the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and swallowed up the flood (God’s supernatural intervention) which the dragon had spewed out of his mouth. (17) And the dragon was enraged with the woman, and he went to make war with the rest of her offspring (144,000 passionate Jewish evangelists Revelation 14:1–5), who keep the commandments of God and have the testimony of Jesus Christ. (Rev. 12:13–17)

V. The Battle for Jerusalem

A.    The most significant and strategic battle ever to take place is the battle for Jerusalem which culminates with the Second Coming of Jesus as King over the whole earth. Although this battle will occur in the future, there are strategic alliances currently being formed that will gain momentum as time moves forward.

B.    Gentile believers have a critical role to play; even now many are being awakened to this reality and are making considerable lifestyle adjustments to answer the call of God as it relates to His end-time mandate.

C.    At the conclusion of this epic battle Jesus Christ will take full leadership of the earth and His saints will rule and reign with Him starting with His 1,000-year reign in Jerusalem.

D.    Jesus shares His power and authority with His co-heirs (Rev. 2:26–27, 5:10, 20:4, 6, 22:5; Matt. 5:5, 19:28, 25:23; 1 Cor. 6:2–3)

E.    Satan is very much aware that his time is short and that his options are limited.

Woe to the inhabitants of the earth and the sea! For the devil has come down to you, having great wrath, because he knows that he has a short time." (Rev. 12:12)

F.    Satan’s plan involves an attempt to exploit a biblical loophole.

O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to her! How often I wanted to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, but you were not willing! (38) See! Your house is left to you desolate; (39) for I say to you, you shall see Me no more till you say, Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD! (Matt. 23:37–39)

G.    Jesus first gives a scathing indictment concerning historic mistreatment of His prophetic messengers that were dispatched to bring spiritual correction to His people. Second, Jesus tenderly reveals His shepherd’s heart for the Jewish people. Next, he prophesies the coming devastation that happened in AD 70, when the Roman General Titus totally destroyed Jerusalem. Josephus, a prominent Jewish historian at that time, recorded that over 1,000,000 Jews died in Jerusalem alone. Finally, Jesus gives a stunning last-day prophecy announcing His full intention to return to Jerusalem when invited back by the Jewish remnant who survive the Antichrist’s three and a half year siege.  

H.    It is this prophetic decree that Satan is intending to exploit.

VI.    Gaining Understanding and a Heart to Effectively Pray for Israel

A.    Understand that God has given the Gentile church an end-time mandate to carry the Jewish people in prayer.

I have set watchmen [primarily Gentiles] on your walls, O Jerusalem; they shall never hold their peace day or night. You who make mention of the LORD, do not keep silent, (7) and give Him no rest till He establishes and till He makes Jerusalem a praise in the earth. (Isa. 62:6–7, parentheses added)

B.    Gentiles must tap into God’s passion for this people—our prayers, acts of kindness, and gospel proclamation are critical for divine partnership.




I tell the truth in Christ, I am not lying, my conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Spirit, (2) that I have great sorrow and continual grief in my heart. (3) For I could wish that I myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my countrymen according to the flesh, (4) who are Israelites…(Rom. 9:1–4a)

C.    Be sure you gain a biblical perspective of God’s heart for the Jewish people. Many Gentile believers have a spirit of sentiment (human compassion and concern) but during the time of testing, only biblical foundations will remain intact (Isa. 13:13; Joel 3:16; Hag. 2:6–7). Someone put it succinctly, “If we have a carnal (soulish) love for the Jewish people, we will have a carnal (soul-ish) hatred for the Arab people.”
 
D.    When we pray for the peace of Jerusalem (Ps. 122:6) we are praying for the salvation of the Jews and all her enemies. The Jewish people will never experience even tokens of peace until her Arab neighbors are relating to her peacefully.

F.    Pray specifically for the Messianic remnant that is under much religious harassment from their Jewish brothers.  

G.    Pray for supernatural signs and wonders to break out in the land of Israel and that the youth of Israel will become passionate for their Messiah.

For Jews require a sign, and Greeks seek after wisdom; (23) but we preach Christ crucified, to the Jews a stumbling block and to the Greeks foolishness, (24) but to those who are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. (1 Cor. 1:22–25)

H.     Ask God to raise up watchmen and houses of prayer in Israel and to fill them with anointed intercessors, singers and musicians.
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
